Locally we have a program sponsored by 

South Coast Humane Society known as 

TTAVR This means ñTrap, Test, Alter, 

Vaccinate, Release.ò This can happen 

only when there is a person or persons 

willing to take on the responsibility of 

caring for the cats. This is what it 

means: 

 

Ý T: TrapðHumane live traps are 

used by patient, diligent trappers; 

Ý T: TestðBlood tests are performed 

to ensure that only healthy cats are 

allowed back into the colony 

Ý A: AlterðAll feral cats under this 

program are spayed or neutered    

before being released back into the 

colony 

Ý V: VaccinateðAll cats get initial 

vaccinations for feline diseases and 

rabies 

Ý R: ReleaseðOnce theyôve under-

gone the above treatment, the cats 

are released back to the location 

where they were trapped.  

 

Caring volunteers then provide food, 

water, and a watchful eye to ensure the 

catsô well-being. 

 

Homes can sometimes be found for   

feral kittens if they are trapped at a 

very young age and socialized. For the 

mature feral cat who has lived its entire 

life in the wild, this is not possible.
